“I am the way and the truth and the life. 
No one comes to the Father except through me” 

Today, the scene we contemplate in the Gospel puts 
us before the inƟmacy that exists between Jesus 
Christ  and the Father —but not only that. It also in-
vites us to discover the relaƟonship between Jesus 
and His disciples: "And if I  go and prepare a place for 
you, I wil l come back again and take you to myself,  so 
that where I am you also may be" (Jn 14:3). These 
words of Jesus not only direct the disciples to the fu-
ture, but also invite them to remain faithful to the 
course they had undertaken. Thus, in order to share 
with the Lord the glorious l ife, they must also share 
the same path that leads Jesus Christ to the Father's 
dwell ings.  

"Master,  we do not know where you are going; how 
can we know the way?" (Jn 14:5). Jesus says to him, "I 
am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes 
to the Father except through me. If  you know me, 
then you will also know my Father. From now on you 
do know him and have seen him" (Jn 14:6-7). Jesus 
does not propose a simple way, certainly; but He 
marks the path for us. Moreover, He Himself becomes 
the Way to the Father; He Himself, with His resurrec-
Ɵon, becomes the Wayfarer to guide us; He Himself, 
with the giŌ of the Holy Spirit,  encourages and 
strengthens us so that we do not falter on the pil-
grimage: "Do not let your hearts be troubled" (Jn 
14:1).  

In this invitaƟon that Jesus makes to us —to go to the 
Father through Him, with Him, and in Him—  His most 
inƟmate desire and His deepest mission are revealed: 
" He who for our sake became like us in order to make 

us his brothers, now presents to his true Father his 
own humanity in order to draw all  his kindred up aŌer 

him "         (St. Gregory of Nyssa).

APOSTOLAT POLSKI 

Scena, którą kontemplujemy dziś  w Ewangeli i  stawia 
przed nami intymną relac ję, która istnieje między Jezusem 
Chrystusem i  Ojcem; ale nie tylko to, zaprasza nas ona 
również do odkryc ia relac ji  między Jezusem i  Jego 
uczniami. «A gdy odejdę i  przygotuję wam miejsce, 
przyjdę powtórnie i  zabiorę was do siebie, abyście i  wy 
byl i  tam, gdzie Ja jestem.» (J 14,3):  te słowa Jezusa nie 
tylko stawiają uczniów w perspektywie przyszłośc i ,  ale też 
zapraszają ich do pozostania wiernym drodze, którą 
przedsięwzięl i .  Aby dziel ić z Panem życie pełne chwały, 
muszą podziel ić też tę samą drogę, która prowadzi  Jezusa 
do mieszkania Ojca.  

«Panie, nie wiemy, dokąd idziesz . Jak więc możemy znać 
drogę?» (J 14,5) Jezus mówi  im: «Ja jestem drogą i  
prawdą, i  życiem. Nikt nie przychodzi  do Ojca inaczej jak 
tylko przeze Mnie. Gdybyście Mnie poznali ,  znal ibyście i  
mojego Ojca. Ale teraz już Go znacie i  zobaczyl iście» (J 
14, 6 -7). Jezus nie proponuje nam drogi prostej ,  
oczywiście;  ale wskazuje nam trasę. Co więcej,  On sam 
staje s ię Drogą do Ojca;  On sam, przez swoje 
zmartwychwstanie, s taje s ię Wędrowcem, który nam 
przewodzi;  On sam, darem Ducha Świętego daje nam 
wytchnienie i  umacnia nas , byśmy nie upadli  podczas 
pielgrzymowania. «Niech się nie trwoży serce wasze» (J 
14, 1) .  

W tym zaproszeniu, które składa nam Jezus, by iść do Ojca 
poprzez Niego, z Nim i  w Nim, ukazuje s ię Jego najbardziej 
intymne pragnienie i  Jego najgłębsza mis ja:  «Ten, który 
dla nas stał s ię cz łowiekiem, będąc jedynym Synem, chce 
uczynić nas Swoimi braćmi i ,  w tym celu, zanosi  
prawdziwemu Ojcu swoje własne cz łowieczeństwo, a 
razem z nim wszystkich tej samej natury» (Św. Grzegorz z 
Nyssy) .
