“I will love him and reveal myself to him.” 

Today, Jesus, just as he did with his disciples,  says 
farewell as he returns to the Father to be glorified. It 
seems that this saddens the disciples who sƟll  look at 
him with a physical,  human gaze, one that believes, 
accepts and cl ings only to what they see and touch. 
This feeling, which also exists today in many Chris-
Ɵans, prompts the Lord to assure them that "I wil l  not 
leave you orphans" (Jn 14:18), for He will ask the Fa-
ther to send us "another Advocate" (Helper, Interces-
sor)—  "the Spirit of truth" (Jn 14:16-17). Further-
more, although the world will not "see" Him, "you will 
see me, because I l ive and you will l ive" (Jn 14:19). 
Thus, trust and understanding in these words of Jesus 
will awaken love in the true disciple, which will be 
clearly shown in "keeping his commandments" and 
"observing them" (cf. Jn 14:21). And even more: who-
ever lives that way wil l be loved in the same way by 
the Father, and He -  the Son -  wil l love his faithful 
disciple and manifest Himself to him (cf. Jn 14:21).  
 
How many words of encouragement,  trust, and prom-
ise come to us this Sunday! Amidst daily concerns -  
where our hearts are overwhelmed by the shadows of 
doubt, despair, and faƟgue for things that seem to 
have no soluƟon or have come to a dead -end - Jesus 
invites us to always feel His presence, to know that 
He is alive and loves us, and at the same Ɵme, promis-
es to those who take the firm step of living His com-
mandments to reveal Himself in the ful lness of new, 
resurrected life.  
 
Today, Jesus is revealed to us as alive and present,  in 
the teachings of the Scriptures we hear, and in the 
Eucharist we will receive. May your response be that 
of a new l ife surrendered in living His command-
ments, parƟcularly that of love.         (evangeli .com).  



APOSTOLAT POLSKI 

Będę go miłował i objawię mu siebie 
 

Dziś Jezus, tak jak uczynił to wobec swoich uczniów, żegna 
się, gdy powraca do Ojca, aby zostać uwielbionym. Wydaje 
się, że napełnia to uczniów smutkiem, ponieważ wciąż patrzą 
na Niego ludzkim, fizycznym spojrzeniem — takim, które 
wierzy, przyjmuje i trzyma się jedynie tego, co można 
zobaczyć i dotknąć. To uczucie, obecne również dziś u wielu 
chrześcijan, skłania Pana do zapewnienia ich: „Nie zostawię 
was sierotami” (J 14,18), ponieważ poprosi Ojca, aby posłał 
nam „innego Pocieszyciela” (Orędownika, Wspomożyciela) — 
„Ducha Prawdy” (J 14,16–17). Co więcej, choć świat „Go nie 
zobaczy”, „wy Mnie zobaczycie, bo Ja żyję i wy żyć 
będziecie” (J 14,19). Zaufanie i zrozumienie tych słów Jezusa 
obudzi w prawdziwym uczniu miłość, która wyrazi się jasno w 
„zachowywaniu Jego przykazań” i „strzeżeniu ich” (por. J 
14,21). A nawet więcej: kto tak żyje, będzie miłowany przez 
Ojca, a On — Syn — będzie miłował swego wiernego ucznia i 
objawi mu siebie (por. J 14,21). 
Ile słów zachęty, ufności i obietnicy dociera do nas w tę 
niedzielę! Pośród codziennych trosk — gdy nasze serca 
przygniatają cienie wątpliwości, zniechęcenia i zmęczenia 
wobec spraw, które wydają się bez wyjścia lub utknęły w 
martwym punkcie — Jezus zaprasza nas, abyśmy zawsze 
odczuwali Jego obecność, wiedzieli, że żyje i kocha nas, a 
jednocześnie obiecuje, że tym, którzy podejmą stanowczy 
krok życia Jego przykazaniami, objawi siebie w pełni nowego, 
zmartwychwstałego życia. 
Dziś Jezus objawia się nam jako żywy i obecny — w nauczaniu 
Pisma Świętego, które słyszymy, oraz w EucharysƟi, którą 
przyjmiemy. Niech twoją odpowiedzią będzie nowe życie 
oddane w wypełnianiu Jego przykazań, szczególnie 
przykazania miłości.                             (evangeli .com).
