SUNDAY REFLECTIONS

Today’s Gospel presents us with a deeply moving moment as
Jesus lifts His eyes to heaven and prays to the Father before His
Passion and death. This prayer, often called the “High Priestly
Prayer,” reveals the heart of Jesus and His deep love for His
disciples. Knowing that His earthly mission is nearing its fulfill-
ment, Jesus entrusts His followers to the care and protection of
the Father.

Jesus speaks of glory — not worldly success or power, but the
glory revealed through love, sacrifice, and obedience to God’s
will. Through His life, death, and Resurrection, Jesus glorifies
the Father by showing the world the depth of God’s mercy and
salvation. He reminds us that eternal life is not simply life with-
out end, but a living relationship with God: “that they may know
You, the only true God, and the one whom You sent, Jesus
Christ.”

In this prayer, Jesus also prays for unity among His followers.
He desires that His disciples remain one in faith, hope, and love.
In a world often marked by division, conflict, and isolation,
Christ’s prayer is especially important today. We are called to
build unity within our families, our parish community, and the
Church by practicing forgiveness, understanding, and compas-
sion toward one another.

As the Church stands between the celebration of the Ascension
and the coming of Pentecost, we are invited to join the disciples
in prayerful expectation. The apostles waited together, trusting
in the promise of the Holy Spirit. We too are called to trust God
even during uncertain moments, knowing that Christ never aban-
dons His people.

This Gospel also reminds us that Jesus continually intercedes for
us. Even now, the risen Lord prays for His Church and walks
with us through every joy and hardship. When we struggle with
fear, doubt, or weakness, we can find comfort in knowing that
we belong to Him and remain under His loving care.

During this Easter season, may we renew our commitment to
prayer and deepen our relationship with Christ. Let us ask the
Holy Spirit to strengthen our faith, unite our hearts, and help us
become joyful witnesses of the Gospel in our daily lives.

May the prayer of Jesus inspire us to live with greater trust in
God, deeper love for one another, and renewed hope in the
promise of eternal life.
